Behavior Response
Student is refusing to complete tasks, follow 
directions, or follow classroom expectations given by 
adult staff.
(Work Refusal/Noncompliance)

Staff will provide positive reinforcement and verbally praise when student 
is following direction and/or praise other students as expectations are 
being met. 

Staff will ignore unexpected behavior and give 2 reminders to follow 
expectations before offering a choice to follow expectations or take a 
reset break in the Wildcat Zone or Office for 5 minutes. 

Learning disruption 
(Yelling, shouting, personal space invasion, rolling, 
under table)

Student will be prompted to take a 5 minute take break in the Wildcat 
Zone or Office.

Minor Physical Aggression
Unexpected Touching of others

Student will be redirected to keep hands to self
- Prompted break as needed 
- Communicate touching or not keeping hands to self will result in 

a 30-minute restriction (consult admin)
Major Physical Aggression

*If physical aggression is targeted, leaves injury 
and/or mark on student or staff – consult with 
administration

Mild – ½ hour restriction

Moderate – 1 hour restriction

Severe –Restriction for the rest of the ½ day or full day

(Consult Administration with questions on levels)

Object Aggression

*Lifting a chair, picking up table, throwing objects at 
others

Mild – ½ hour restriction

Moderate – 1 hour restriction

Severe –Restriction for the rest of the ½ day or full day

(Consult Administration with questions on levels)
Climbing/Unsafe Behavior

*Climbing on objects, tables, eloping, running, hiding, 
etc.

Student will be prompted to take a 5 minute take break in the Wildcat 
Zone.

2 or more occurrences - Student will be removed for 30-60 minutes 
depending on outcome (consult administration)

Refuses to leave learning area to take staff directed 
break

After 2 minutes, Admin will be contacted to escort her to Wildcat Zone if 
she refuses to leave her learning area.  She will have 2 additional minutes 
to get to her assigned break location.  If student continues to refuse, the 5 
minute becomes a 10 minute break.

Student Elopes Outside of Building Parent will be requested to come into the building to support Admin 
team.  If unavailable contact Officer Pearson.  
WPFD will be contacted if student leaves school property. 

Continual Non-Compliance/Disruption/Elopement
Student refuses to go to the Wildcat Zone and 
engages in non-compliance or unsafe behavior for 
longer than 20 minutes.

Parent will be requested to come into the building to support Admin 
team.  If unavailable contact Officer Pearson.
